Farming Faith: Part 3 of 7

Getting Started:
Talk about this statement: “Whatever you need more of in your life, you need to plant in faith.” What is something you are planting in faith? 
Is there anything you are “harvesting” right now that comes from something bad or destructive that was planted?  (See Galatians 6:7)
Searching the Scriptures: 
Faithful Farming Direction
A. Pastor Scott said, “A seed is anything valuable that I give away”   What is something you consider valuable that you are sowing into another’s life? 
B. “When we have a need we plant a seed”. Words can be seeds we plant in people’s minds. How are your needs affecting your words right now?

C. “Spiritual planting is always rewarded with a greater result (harvest).”  Mark 4:8 talks about multiplication. Where have you seen what you have planted multiplied in others? What seeds have others planted in your life that were multiplied in you? 
D. “Planting requires patience”  Galatians 6:9 talks about not get tired of doing what is right.  Are you tempted to be discouraged right now about something you deeply care about, especially in how it affects someone you are “sowing” into?   
E. “The more we plant in faith the more God will give us.”   For God, who supplies seed...will give you more and more seed to plant and will make it grow so that you can give away more and more...from your harvest.  2 Corinthians 9:10   This verse talks about God supplying the seed to plant. What resources are you trusting Him for right now? 
Application of the Scriptures: 

A. “For better results (harvest) we should plant more seed” – (See 2 Corinthians 9:6-7) What is one area you could act on this advice? 
B. “The best time to plant is right away.” Those who wait for perfect weather will never plant seeds; and those who look at every cloud will never reap a harvest. Ecclesiastes 11:4   Has anything come to mind from this study that you want to start acting on?  Pray for one another.
