II. WE FIND OUR PURPOSE THROUGH DEEP CONNECTION TO OTHERS IN FELLOWSHIP. 
C. Pastor Scott chose verses that describe our connection as being a part of “Christ’s body”. We each have a special role to play in a bigger purpose. What have you learned so far about your “own special work” (Ephesians 4:16) or your “meaning and function as part of His body”? (Romans 12:4-5) 
D. Discuss how relationships with people at SCC have helped you grow and be built up in love. (see Ephesians 4:16)

III. WE EXPERIENCE SIGNIFICANCE AS WE SERVE OTHERS IN MINISTRY. 

E. During the past few months how have you found ways to serve others and in what ways did it affect your outlook? 
Application of the Scriptures: 
A. Scott emphasized three Deep Faith Commitments: Uniting in worship with others, connecting with others in fellowship, and serving others in ministry.  In which of these do you want to invest more of yourself in the coming days? 
B. Scott concluded with an encouragement to “join others in living and sharing the Good news.”  (see Matthew 21:9 & Romans 10:13-15)  How can your small group support one another in doing this with your friends and family? Pray for one another.
