Getting Started:

Are there some times in your life where you now know you had a certain task to do given by God? If so, describe it. 
Searching the Scriptures 
John 1:19-23

A. Where did the priests and Levites sent by the Jewish leaders have to go to find John (v. 19,23)? What did they want to know? Why?
B. What was John quick to tell them (20)? What information does it seem they had to pull out of him? Why do you think he was hesitant to tell them who he was?
John 1:24-28
C. Why were the Pharisees interested in defining who John was? 
D. What do these verses reveal about the purpose of John’s ministry?

John 1:29-34
E. Of all the things John could have called Jesus, why do you think he called Him “the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world”? What does this mean about the identity of Jesus?
F. Look back at Luke 1:39-42. Knowing that it was John who leaped in his mother’s womb, is it surprising that he said that he did not recognize Jesus? Why do you think John had trouble recognizing Jesus at this point in His life?
G. What does baptism with the Holy Spirit mean? 

Application of the Scriptures: 

A. John’s role was to point people to Jesus. How have you been part of the process yourself in helping others? 
B. What is the significance of baptism in your life?  

Prayer
Thank God for arranging the circumstances of our lives and giving us His special assignments. Pray that we would continue to listen and respond to Him as we point others to Jesus.
