Getting Started:
Have you had a mentor you “followed around” when you first became a young adult, or at another time in life?
If this person had asked you what it was that you wanted, what would you have said?

Searching the Scriptures 

John 1:35-42
A. When Jesus asked the two disciples what they wanted, why do you think they answered in the way that they did? What do you think it was they really wanted, and why ​didn’t they just come out and say it?
B. If Jesus turned to you today and asked, “What do you want?,” how would you respond?

C. What did Andrew tell his brother Simon about Jesus? What do you think convinced him that this was true?
John 1:43-51

D. What seems to be Nathanael’s attitude about Nazareth? What do you think is behind this negative attitude? What turns this attitude around in relation to his opinion of Jesus?
E. In verse 47 and 48 Jesus addresses Nathaniel very personally. How was your own calling to Jesus uniquely personal so that you knew it was not just your own idea, but God at work in your life?

F. Nathanael believed because Jesus seemed to know so much about him before they even met. What has brought you to believe in Jesus? 

Application of the Scriptures: 

A. What would you be most interested in investigating about Jesus if you could go back to that time and place? 

B. What has Jesus shown you that astonished you?

PRAYER

Thank God for the great things you have experienced because of Jesus, most of all, salvation in Him. Pray for opportunities to share with others about Jesus, that they might also follow Him. Pray that those with whom you interact will believe Jesus is the promised One of God.
