Getting Started:
What is the funniest thing you’ve witnessed at a wedding? 
What is it that makes a gathering or celebration most meaningful to you?  
Searching the Scriptures 

A. The water into wine miracle is only found in the Gospel of John. What about the story is most interesting to you?  

B. Given that this sign occurs at a wedding, what is a message or spiritual truth conveyed here? 

C. Jesus’ mother seemed to have insight as to what Jesus was capable of. Why do you think Jesus respond to His mother the way that He did? Why did He go ahead and produce the wine in spite of His initial objection to getting involved?

D. Why do you think Jesus chose this event for his first public miracle? What is the effect on the disciples? 

E. What does Jesus’ meeting this need teach us about Jesus’ concern for our needs and His ability to meet them?

Application of the Scriptures: 

A. How have you seen God’s glory in a way that has led you to trust Jesus more deeply than you did a year ago?
B. In what ways has Jesus “turned water into wine” in your life? How has He taken the common and ordinary and made it into something special?

Prayer 
Thank God that He works in the ordinary circumstances of life. Ask for opportunities to be used for His purposes in every situation so that others might come to know Him.
