Session 6: John 3:1-21
Getting Started:
Where were you born? What have your parents told you about any unusual circumstances (special challenges, people who came to visit, etc.) surrounding your birth?

Apart from any conversion experience, what is the closest you have come to feeling like you had been reborn (met your husband or wife, took an exciting new job, healed of sickness or pain)?

Searching the Scriptures 
John 3:1-15

A. What kind of person was Nicodemus? Note: He is mentioned again in John 7:50-52 and 19:39-40.

B. Jesus used an expression which is translated “born again”, “born from above”, and then defined again as “born of the Spirit”.  How would you explain this concept to a seeker? 

C. The incident with Moses and the snake is found in Numbers 21:4-9. How does it illustrate our need and Christ’s offer of salvation? 

John 3:16-21
D. John 3:16 is the most famous verse in the Bible. Why do you think it speaks to people so deeply? 

E. Why would it be important to explain that Christ didn’t come to condemn the world but to save the world? 

F. Verses 19-20 explains why people believe or don’t believe. Are light and darkness  an adequate explanation for you? Describe the characteristics of “living by the truth”? 

Application of the Scriptures: 
A. Describe what it means to you to believe in Jesus. How does it affect you? 

B. In what area of your life do you need a rebirth right now? How can the group help you with this through prayer?

Prayer
Thank God that He sent Jesus into the world not to condemn the world, but to save the world. Pray that the Father would draw many to Himself, that they would be born again and that He would use you in that process. Pray for the ability to recognize those around you who need to hear the message of Jesus.
