Searching the Scriptures 
A. This scene conveys some possible competition between Jesus and John the Baptist? Who is concerned here and what are they arguing about? How important is all this? 
B. “There was plenty of water” there at Aneon near Salim in the Judean Countryside. How does this remind you of how churches create followings in the same regions these days?  

C. How might our lives be different if we lived by the motto “A person can receive only what is given them from heaven”? 

D. What is the point of the allegory or story about the bride, bridegroom and friend in verse 29? 

E. Using this passage, how would you explain to a doubter whey Jesus should be trusted? 

F. Regarding the Son, what does it mean to have “everything placed in his hands”? 

Application of the Scriptures: 

A. What have you received from heaven?  
B. How can you live out the phrase “He must become greater, I must become less”? Is there anyone whose success you have been jealous of?
Prayer
Close in a time of group prayer. Ask the Lord to help us all have the humility to decrease and work to see Christ increase. Pray that the Lord will help us see who we are and be content with what God has given us. Close by asking the Lord God to help us exalt Jesus above all other things.
