GOSPEL OF JOHN - CHAPTER 5
Session 11: John 5:1-15
Getting Started:

This week we will see Jesus involved in the healing of a man who has been sick for 38 years. What’s the longest you have ever been sick? Was their anything different about your relationship with God during that period of sickness?

Share a time when you’ve prayed earnestly for something to happen and had to keep praying for a long time.

Searching the Scriptures 

John 5:1-4

A. Try to imagine the area around this pool. What do you think it would have looked, sounded, and smelled like?
B. Why did people come to this pool, day in and day out? (See the footnote for verse 4)
John 5:5-9

C. Why do you think Jesus asked the man if he truly wanted to be healed? Why might he not have wanted to be healed?
D. Reread his response to Jesus’ question. What does it tell us about the man’s attitude?
E. What do you think was going through the man’s mind as he picked up his mat and walked away?
John 5:10-15
F. The scene described in verses 10-15 has a lot of irony. What’s the message here when the man breaks the Sabbath and doesn’t even know who healed him? What’s the impact of Jesus’ words in verse 15?  
Application of the Scriptures: 

A. Imagine you were at this pool and Jesus asked if you wanted to be made well. How would you respond? 
B. How can this lesson practically encourage us as we share about Jesus with those around us?

Prayer

Close in prayer, thanking God for the signs Jesus performed during His ministry. Praise Jesus for bringing healing, for rescuing and redeeming us so that we may sin no more. Pray that you and your group members would joyfully, as redeemed people, go and tell the lost the good news about Jesus.
