John 5:16-23
A. Why do you think Jesus chose to share these truths with the Jewish leaders? What was He trying to teach them by breaking the Sabbath?

B. Why was it important for Jesus to emphasize that He performed miracles as the Son of God? What do these verses teach us about the relationship between God the Father and Jesus the Son?

John 5:24-30

C. Jesus describes his ministry in terms of what he and the Father do.  What is the scope of this action? According to verses 26 and 27 how is Jesus equal to the Father? 

D. Why do you think ALL Judgment is entrusted to the Son? How is our response to Jesus a matter of eternal life and death? 

E. What promises does Jesus give here about our redemption and salvation? How do these promises give you hope today?
Application of the Scriptures: 

A. Is there a difference between creative work and compassionate work? 

B. How did this section help you understand the divinity of Christ?

Close in prayer, asking God to enable the group to come into a growing relationship with the Lord instead of reliance on religious rules.
