Skim Jeremiah 25:1-14 and Read Jeremiah 25:15-38
What’s There? - Searching the Scriptures 
A. Jeremiah 25:1-14 restates the reasons and scope of the Babylonian exile. This is the first time the seventy years are mentioned as well as that will happen to the Babylonians afterward. (Babylon fell to the Medes and Persians in 539 BC as described in Daniel chapter 5) Why would these details be important?   

B. Jeremiah was called to be a prophet not only to Judah but also to the nations. What does it say about God that he is willing to judge his own people as well as the rest of the nations? (See 1 Peter 4:17-18)
C. Jeremiah speaks about a cup of wrath in verses 15-29.  This imagery is repeated in the book of Revelation 14:8-10, 16:19, and 18:6.   What is it describing? 
D. Comment on the significance and meaning of “the roaring lion” (vs. 30 & 38), the winepress (vs. 30), and the storm (vs. 32) 
E. Jeremiah 25:33-38 pictures a great desolation. Why do you think the shepherds play a central part in this description?
So What & What Now? - Applying the Scriptures
A. Does God’s promise to someday avenge all evil bring you comfort or unease? 
B. What justification would you give to a skeptic who would say that what is described here shows that God is unnecessarily cruel? (See Matthew 25:31-46, and Romans 2:6-16)
