C. What did Andrew tell his brother Simon about Jesus? Given that, if you were Simon, how would you have received the name change that Jesus offered?

D. In John 1:47-48, Jesus addressed Nathaniel very personally. How was your own calling to Jesus uniquely personal so that you knew it was not just your own idea, but God at work in your life?

E. Has anyone ever asked you about your faith? If so, how did you point them to hope in Jesus, and acts of love and good works? 

Application of the Scriptures: 
A. What has Jesus shown you that astonished you and made you wonder? Have you ever shared it with anyone else? 
B. Is there anyone on your mind who you would like to engage more in a conversation about Jesus? A great application is to consider inviting them to the Basic Beliefs course either on Zoom or in person mid April.
