In rabbinical tradition, the Way was the entrance into the outer court of the tabernacle where sacrifices were offered adjacent to a wash basin. The Truth was the entrance to the Holy Place where there was a golden lampstand, a table with showbread, and an altar of incense. The Life was the entrance to the Most Holy Place which contained the Ark of the Covenant. Each of these entrances had colored curtains representing heaven (blue), God’s kingdom (purple), suffering (scarlet), and purity (white linen). [Source: Emmaus Road Ministries]. How does this help you better understand what Jesus was claiming about himself?   

E. What role does faith play in our being declared God’s children?
