Skim Jeremiah 27-28, Read Jeremiah 29:1-32
What’s There? - Searching the Scriptures 
Jeremiah 27-28 sets up the idea of the people submitting to Nebuchadnezzar, contrasted with a false prophet’s ideas, which resulted in his death. Chapter 29 happened right after the second wave of exiles had been taken in 597 BC, so God inspired Jeremiah to write a letter to them. 
A. Jeremiah 29:1-14 contains a word of encouragement. Talk about what it means to seek the “peace and prosperity” of the city you find yourself. 

B. The seventy years of captivity was a bitter pill to swallow for those who wanted a faster solution. Discuss Jeremiah 29:11-14 in light of this length of time. People often quote verse 11 without considering the context of how long the promise will take to fulfill. What does this show us about God’s timing and the need for patience?

C. What the essence of the hope Jeremiah was proclaiming? 

D. Verses 15-32 give a good example of how false prophets used the uncertainty of the situation to twist the message of what God intended. Jeremiah was trying to focus the people on obedience and trust for the long haul. What’s the lesson here for how to interpret the times? 
E. Why do you think Jeremiah’s message and the message of the false prophets was so different?

A. What’s your process for interpreting other’s predictions? What do you look for in affirming whether someone seems to be speaking truth? 
B. What’s something in your life where you’ve had to accept a situation, plan for the long haul and wait it out with obedience?
