What’s There? - Searching the Scriptures 
A. What is the value of writing all these promises down officially in a book or scroll? 

B. Jeremiah talks about “a time of distress for Jacob”. Do you think that what it is describing is worse than what we have already covered in previous parts of Jeremiah? Why the comparison to a woman in labor? 

C. Jeremiah 30:12-15 speaks of an incurable wound. What does that actually mean in light of the promise to be saved out of their distress (see verse 7 and 17)?  

D. The LORD promises that “all who devour you will be devoured” (verse 16 and 23-24). Compare this with the language of His promise to Abraham in Genesis 12:1-3. What is similar and what is different? How is the promise to Abraham also fulfilled in this prophecy? 
E. Talk about the leader described in verse 21. What are his attributes?
