What’s There? - Searching the Scriptures 
A. These are the attributes that some use to describe the New Covenant: 
· Inward: written on the heart instead of stone tablets
· Personal: rather than national
· Character driven rather than controlling

D. Jeremiah 31:31-34 is quoted in Hebrews 8:7-13, then applied directly to Jesus in Hebrews 9:15 and 12:24. What do we learn from this as well?  

E. What does Jeremiah 31:35-40 tell us about the permanence of the nation of Israel and God’s faithfulness to his people?
