A. Describe a time you received grace from another person. How did it affect you

B. When did you come to realize that Jesus does not condemn you? 

C. What sins have you left as a follower of Jesus?

Pray and thank God for the mercy He has shown you through Christ. Pray in thanksgiving for others in your life who have shown you mercy and compassion. Ask God to reveal those around you who need to hear of His grace, that He would use you as His messenger to them.
