Getting Started:

B. Read John 3:19-21. How do John’s words in that passage speak into Jesus’ teaching in John 8:12?

C. Does Jesus’ logic about how testimony works make sense to you? How does Jesus’ response in verse 14 answer the Pharisees’ objections in v. 13?

D. What can we learn from Jesus in this passage about standing up to questions about our faith and properly responding to them?

John 8:19-30
E. The Pharisee’s asked “Who are you?” What is the essence of Jesus claim about himself? 

F. Why is Jesus’ relationship with the Father so important for our salvation? 

Application of the Scriptures:
A. Have you ever tried to talk about Jesus with a family member or friend who was hostile?   

B. What kinds of misunderstandings about Jesus have you encountered? 

C. How has following Jesus brought light into your life?
