Read Jeremiah 32:1-25
What’s There? - Searching the Scriptures 
A. God’s word came to Jeremiah to buy land while he was imprisoned and as Nebuchadnezzar laid siege to Jerusalem. What was the point of this since it was already in the hands of the Babylonians? 

B. Talk about the promise in verse 15 that “houses, fields and vineyards will again be bought in this land”. Given that his purchase was foolish in Jeremiah’s situation, what does it tell us about the importance of symbolic acts? Why store the documents in a clay jar? (Verse 14)

C. Compare what Jeremiah did to Jesus’ statement in Matthew 13:44: “The kingdom of heaven is like treasure hidden in a field. When a man found it, he hid it again, and then in his joy went and sold all he had and bought that field.”  How is faith demonstrated in these purchases? 
D. After the purchase Jeremiah offered a prayer in verses 17-25. What themes are woven throughout this prayer? 
E. What do these stories about fields have in common with the state of the church today? 
So What & What Now? - Applying the Scriptures
A. How does your faith inform your actions? Your finances? How are you investing in the kingdom of God? 
B. Do you feel like God has asked you to do something that is outside of your comfort zone? If so, what? How might the Lord be motivating you to take a step?
