2. Jesus chose to ride in on a donkey which symbolized a mission of peace and fulfilled Zechariah 9:9.  Why do you think the meaning wasn’t clear to the disciples at the time?   





3. Some Greeks came and requested to see Jesus. Why do you think John included this detail and the various people they had to go through? 






4. When Jesus explains that he has to die, and that his time has come, it is a message that confuses many of the people. What special assurances do you see in this passage that Jesus is speaking the truth? 





5. What does it mean when Jesus says in verse 30: “Now is the time for judgment on this world; now the prince of this world will be driven out.”?





6.  What in your life has fallen into the ground and died so that it could produce? 






7. How do you practice putting your trust in the light?

Are there things that get you excited enough about Jesus that you would shout hosanna?
