Searching the Scriptures:

Read 1 Peter 1:1-12

1. Look at verses1-2.  How does this description help explain that the people receiving this letter were “strangers, foreigners, or exiles in the world”?






2. What do you observe about the Trinity (God the Father, Jesus the Son, and the Holy Spirit) in these verses?  







3. In verses 3-5, God has promised a priceless inheritance that never spoils of fades. How would this truth bring hope to a person who was enduring suffering or trial? 





4. In verses 6-7, what insights into the nature and purpose of trials do you learn from Peter? 


5. Do you have an experience when your faith was tested by trials that you would like to share with the group? 





6. According to verses 8-9, Peter’s readers had never met Jesus, yet they were willing to lay down their lives for their faith.  What causes this kind of trust? 


7. What questions do you think people today have to grapple with because they have not personally seen Jesus? 


8. How does knowing that the essential aspects of Jesus’ salvation were told to prophets hundreds of years before he came, help you with your own faith?  (See verses 10-11)
